Installation Instructions

@ Open (turn off) electrical circuit to heater.

@ Close (turn offy gas supply to heater.

© Disconnect the wires from old valve.

@ Remove combination gas valve using two wrenches to loosen gas fitting (union).
@ Install new gas valve using two wrenches to tighten gas fitting (union).

© Reconnect the wires to the new valve according to diagram below.

@ Open (turn on) gas supply to heater.

© Close (turn on) electrical circuit to heater
