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Stall Installation

(Stall installation of the rolled rubber requires that all sides except the alley side be secured. Measure 2" from edges and snap lines using a chalk line as indicated\
by the dashed lines in illustration below.

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Rolled Rubber and Your Alley Scraper

Rolled rubber can be used with alley scrapers. Contact your alley scraper dealer or manufacturer to verify what adjustments or additional
accessories are needed to enable your alley scraper to perform without causing damage to the rolled rubber while maintaining efficiency. Most
systems require wheels for the scraper frame and rubber wipers for the leading edge. DO NOT allow the metal frame or metal blades to drag
across rubber as this will cause unwarrantied damage and shorten the lifespan of the rubber.
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
